Non-governmental organizations, institutions and associations
(civil society organizations):
organizations that arise in society and are called civil society organizations. Its names vary between
an association, organization, institution, forum, union and coalition, its specializations vary be-
tween social, developments, youth, human rights, feminism, environmentaland humanitarian, and
it is of a civil, voluntary, non-profit nature, officially registered in its countries according to the laws
of those countries.

Bl Initiatives, licensed volunteer teams and individuals:
groups that are established to achieve voluntary goals, and made up of various groups of society. They
are called initiatives, groups, and volunteer teams that are not registered as organizations but hold

licenses to operate or are internationally recognized. Individuals refer to people who carry out licensed
voluntary work that serve segments of society, and who use resources to achieve purely voluntary goals.

Bl Governmental and private institutions and commercial companies:

Governmental institutions are the sectors that are owned by the state, whether they are profit or service
investment, and that provide and adopt voluntary and humanitarian services or initiatives aimed at the
general population. Private commercial institutions and companies that engage in profit-making
commercial activities and implement humanitarian initiatives aimed at the public benefit in society

(social responsibility).

Bl The field of education:

It includes voluntary projects that serve the educational sector and works to improve educational
inputs, such as building and rehabilitating schools, developing and training teachers and
educational personnel, the school map, and other interventions.

B The field of health:

Those projects and interventions that serve the health sector with a sustainable development goal,
whether by providing health awareness, building or rehabilitating health facilities, or training health
personnel and building their capacities, and other interventions of a developmental nature, also
projects that provide relief support in eliminating diseases and epidemics that threaten societies,
especially those suffering from disasters and crises.

B The field of economic empowerment:

Those projects and interventions that work to improve the standard of living and economic of the
needy in a sustainable development manner, whether through the work of small enterprises or
professional professions and employment, capacity-building in business and creating job
opportunities for people with limited income or supporting them in establishing their own projects.

Bl Thefield of heritage, culture and arts:

It includes archaeological monuments, artistic and historical buildings, archaeological sites and
handicrafts, or archaeological works resulting from human work, or shared between nature and
man.

On the same hand the protection of natural heritage from geological formations and areas that
contain endangered animals and plants that carry a high and distinct value , And natural areas that
have natural beauty should be preserved. As well as folk arts such as sculpture, architecture,
painting and music.

B The field of water and the environment:

Includes protection, restoration and support for the sustainable use of terrestrial ecosystems:
forests, combating desertification, combating the loss of biological diversity, and ensuring water and
sanitation. Beside projects that serve the community in a sustainable development way, such as
building dams and water barriers and providing a sustainable water network.

Bl Thefield of marketing and social media:

This field includes voluntary projects and initiatives that are based on social and cultural changes
and behavior modification, such as social marketing campaigns, awareness campaigns through the
media that target all segments of society

Beside the promotion of good and aesthetic values, and enhance the effectiveness of addressing
problems and negative social phenomena Through various activities and media, including social
media, and the purposeful content industry.

Any projects submitted in a field other than the aforementioned fields and their incoming
components that serve volunteer work in general will be revised and studied by the jury for
classification, and then evaluated.
